The hotel surrounds the new outdoor heated pool and sun 
deck with a retro poolside snack shack, which is sure to be a focal point of this 
popular mountainside resort. The Arcave, Wildwood‟s retro „rec room‟ features a 
curio of throwback arcade video games and pinball machines and the new fitness 
center featuring state-of-the art exercise equipment will be perfect for a morning 
workout or a quick stretch at the end of the day.  
 
Bringing his own unique style to this new resort, renowned American fashion 
designer Steven Alan will help to design key elements of the Wildwood‟s soft 
goods, including hotel accessories, staff uniforms and retail merchandise.    
 

Guests of Wildwood will experience New Belgium Brewing‟s version of fun, folly 
and fine craft beer when the maker of Fat Tire rolls into town as a partner in the 
renovation.  Wildwood will feature a New Belgium-themed establishment onsite, 
with 10 of the Colorado brewer‟s award winning beers on tap and just steps away 
on the Snowmass Mall, the New Belgium Ranger Station will offer Colorado craft 
beers and seasonal varietals in a casual, après ski environment.  

The New Belgium Ranger Station, located in the lower level of the Westin 

Snowmass Resort, will serve a lunch and dinner menu. The menu will be designed 

to pair with New Belgium‟s signature beers and seasonal craft brews. This slope-

side bar will be a fun, casual environment with outdoor seating, fire pits and views 

of the slopes and will be the perfect complement to the Westin‟s new Snowmass 

Kitchen, offering a luxurious environment, breathtaking mountain views, the finest 

in regional fare and guest favorites from the Westin Wine Bar. 

The Wildwood Snowmass transformation was designed 

by Reunion, an interdisciplinary group of designers, art-

directors and artists.  For this project, they have taken 

design cues from a classic mountain lodge and combined 

them with the sensibility of a contemporary urban hotel. 

From the decorative-painted wood floors in the bar, to a 

colorful „den‟ that converts into a theater on movie nights, 

to a conference room hidden behind bookshelf doors, the 

Reunion team weaves visual narratives throughout the 

property by mixing custom-designed furniture and art with 

vintage finds. The outcome at Wildwood is a hip and cozy 

lodge. 
 
“At the Wildwood we‟ve reclaimed the classic lines of its 
1960's architecture and injected it with the vibrant colors 
and vitality of current art and culture. Our mission was to 
create a space that‟s comfortable and warm, while at the 
same time radical and relevant,” describes Carlton 
DeWoody of the Reunion team.
